2016 (Policy and Guidelines for
Comprehensive Water, Sanitation and Hygiene in School), Regional Memorandum
No. 56, s. 2023 and Division Memorandum No. 4, s. 2023 (lntensify Daily
Handwashing with Soap Aclivity in Schools), promote handwashing in schools and
communities, together with other health measures, to ensure saJe school opening
and reduce disease transmission in public settings. Handwashing with soap is one
of the most effective ways to prevent transmission of disease and plays a role in
reducing absenteeism among primary school children.

2. The Handwashing vrith Soap Activity sha1l be implemented in Deptrd offices,
and public schools.

4. Further, Schooi heads, PSDICS, EPSs led by School Hea-lth and Nutdtion
and School Govemance Operation Division sha.ll monitor the compliance of
functjonal handwashing facilities with soap.
